o Connect the notebook/PC to the LAN port of
3G/3.75G router with an Ethernet Cable.

Insert 3G/3.75G USB modem into the USB port.
(Ensure the SIM card is in the modem.)

2.To disable the PIN Verification, you can run the modem
utility. Please go to “My computer” and double click the
