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1 connecttoa Computer

a. Disable all existing Bluetooth devices (both
built-in and third party) from the Device
Manager on Windows.

b. Insert the adapter into a USB port on your
computer directly.
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Tip:
For models with an adjustable antenna, you can try to adjust
the direction of the antenna for a better performance.

2 Install Bluetooth Driver

a. Download the latest driver at
https://www.tp-link.com/download-center.
Tip:

For Windows 11/10/8.1 system, the driver installation will
automatically start when connected to the internet.
If not, please download the driver manually.

b. Extract the downloaded file and run the
setup.exe/Autorun.exe to start driver
installation.

c. Follow the instructions to complete the
installation.
